ORDER APPROVING APPLICATION

Syllabus:  This order approves an application filed by Sprint Missouri, Inc. to submit surveillance reports every six months instead of every month.

On April 27, 2004, Sprint Missouri, Inc. filed an application requesting that the Commission allow it to submit surveillance reports every six months instead of every month. In an order issued May 19, the Commission directed its Staff to file its recommendation concerning the application, and the Staff did so on June 19.

Staff recommends that the Commission approve the application.  Staff states that Sprint is willing to respond expeditiously to Staff questions about information in the surveillance reports.  Staff also notes that the relief Sprint requests is similar to that granted to CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC in Case No. IO-2004-0360.  Staff states that its analysis of the data reported in the surveillance data reports would not be hampered by allowing Sprint to change its reporting requirement from monthly to semi-annually.

After reviewing Sprint’s application and Staff’s recommendation, and having heard no objections, the Commission finds that Sprint’s application to modify the requirement for the submission of surveillance data reports should be granted.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1.
That the Petition to Modify Requirement for the Submission of Surveillance Data Reports filed by Sprint Missouri, Inc is granted.
