Proposed Procedural Schedule


COME NOW the parties to the above-captioned non-consolidated cases, and state:


1.
On May 11, 2004, the Commission conducted a prehearing in the above cases and directed the parties to notify the Commission of their suggestions on how to best supply the Commission with the evidence it needs to reach a determination on the merits of the Petitioners’ respective petitions.  

2.
Discussion among the parties has resulted in an agreement to enter into unanimous written stipulations and agreements in each of the above matters that include all factual matters that the parties believe the Commission must address to resolve the petitions, as well as the parties’ desired solutions.    

3.
Accordingly, the parties have agreed to present a written stipulation of facts in each of these matters by filing a stipulation and agreement with the Commission in each matter by no later than June 11, 2004.  

4.
The parties also suggest the date of June 17, 2004, for scheduling a proceeding before the Commission as an opportunity to answer any questions the Commissioners may have about the stipulations.  The parties suggest that this proceeding be held jointly among all of the above-captioned cases, but recommend that the Commission continue to maintain the cases separately.  

5.
The parties anticipate that the Stipulation and Agreement will contain language that the Staff shall have the right to provide, at any agenda meeting at which this Agreement is noticed to be considered by the Commission, whatever oral explanation the Commission requests, provided that Staff shall, to the extent reasonably practicable, provide the other parties with advance notice of when the Staff shall respond to the Commission’s request for such explanation once such explanation is requested from Staff.  This arrangement may obviate the need to have a June 17, 2004 formal proceeding, but the parties will be available should the Commission prefer that option.

WHEREFORE, the parties present this proposed procedural schedule for the Commission’s consideration as a means of resolving the cases encaptioned in this pleading.
