ORDER APPROVING STIPULATION AND AGREEMENT

On May 20, 2004, Kansas City Power & Light Company filed an application for approval of changes to its nuclear decommissioning trust agreement to make it consistent with the rule promulgated by the Nuclear Regulatory Commission (“NRC”).  This rule (10 CFR 50.75(h)(1)(iv)) provides for ordinary administrative costs of operating the decommissioning trust fund to be disbursed without prior notification to the NRC.  

On December 10, the parties filed a unanimous stipulation and agreement resolving all issues raised by the application.  The salient provisions of the agreement are that KCPL agrees to continue to submit quarterly decommissioning trust fund reports pursuant to Section 393.292, RSMo 2000, 4 CSR 240-20.070 and Case No. EO-2000-210.  In addition to the information currently provided in the quarterly reports, KCPL agrees to provide additional information regarding ordinary administrative costs and other incidental expenses of the trust.  KCPL also agrees to provide an annual projection of ordinary administrative costs and other incidental expenses, other than income taxes, that will be paid from the trust fund.

The Commission has considered the application, the unanimous stipulation and agreement, and all the pleadings.  The Commission finds approving the agreement and the underlying application is in the public interest.  The Commission will approve the agreement and grant MGE the service authority requested in the agreement.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement filed on December 10, 2004, is approved, and the parties shall carry out the terms and requirements therein.


2.
That the application for approval of changes in the nuclear decommissioning trust agreement filed by the Kansas City Power & Light Company on May 20, 2004, is granted as conditioned by the terms of the Stipulation and Agreement filed on December 10, 2004. 


3.
That nothing in this order shall be considered a finding by the Commission of the value for ratemaking purposes of the properties, transactions, and expenditures, herein involved.  


4.
That the Commission reserves the right to consider any ratemaking treatment to be afforded the properties, transactions, and expenditures herein involved in a later proceeding.


5.
That this order shall become effective on January 9, 2005.


6.
That this case may be closed after January 10, 2005.
