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RESPONSE OF CD TELECOMMUNICATIONS, LLC TO ORDER ADDING PARTIES AND DIRECTING RESPONSE, AND MOTION TO WITHDRAW
COMES NOW CD Telecommunications, LLC (“CD Telecom”), by and through its counsel, and respectfully submits its Response to the Commission’s Order Adding Parties and Directing Response issued in this matter on September 22, 2005. As its Response, CD Telecom states the following: 

1. CenturyTel filed its Application for Competitive Classification in this case on September 9, 2005. In its Application, CenturyTel requested that the Commission classify its residential services, other than access service, as competitive for the Branson exchange, among others. 

2. CenturyTel has now stated, in the direct testimony of Arthur Martinez filed on its behalf on September 22 in this case, that it is withdrawing its request for competitive classification for the Branson exchange at this time, and will be filing substitute tariff sheets in this case to reflect such action. (See, Direct Testimony of Arthur P. Martinez, page 13, lines 19-22.)

3. On September 23, 2005, CenturyTel, Staff and the Office of Public Counsel filed a Joint Recommendation in this case reiterating CenturyTel’s withdrawal of its request concerning the Branson exchange in this case. (See, Joint Recommendation of CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC, Commission Staff, and the Office of the Public Counsel, page 2, Paragraph 3.)

4. Since CenturyTel no longer seeks competitive classification for the Branson exchange in this matter, CD Telecommunications, LLC respectfully requests that the Commission not require its further participation in this case.

WHEREFORE, CD Telecommunications, LLC, respectfully requests that the Commission dismiss it as a party to the instant proceeding or, in the alternative, grant CD Telecommunications leave to withdraw as a party to the case, and excuse CD Telecommunications from further participation in this matter, including from the directive to file a verified pleading in this case pursuant to the Commission’s Order of September 22, 2005 and appearance at hearing.
