MOTION TO MODIFY PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE AND TO ADOPT AN ALTERNATIVE PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE AGREED TO BY THE PARTIES

COMES NOW Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE (“Company” or “AmerenUE”), and submits this Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule and to Adopt an Alternative Procedural Schedule Agreed to by the Parties.  In this regard, AmerenUE states as follows:
1.
By Order issued March 10, 2003, but to become effective on March 22, 2003, the Commission established a procedural schedule in this case.    

2.
Since that time, the parties have conferred with each other regarding the procedural schedule, with some parties desiring a one-week extension of time to file rebuttal testimony, and some parties, including the Company, desiring a one-week extension of time to file surrebuttal testimony, in particular in light of the substantial number of parties expected to file rebuttal testimony in this case.  At least one party also has a conflict with two of the dates contained in the procedural schedule previously ordered by the Commission.

As a result of the discussions among the parties, all parties have agreed to a slightly-modified procedural schedule, as follows:

The Company, based upon the agreement of the parties, respectfully requests that the Commission modify the procedural schedule earlier established and in lieu thereof establish the above procedural schedule.

The Company also requests that the Commission order that all direct testimony previously filed in this case be deemed timely filed insofar as it was filed prior to the establishment of any procedural schedule, and more than seven weeks prior to the date rebuttal testimony would be due under the schedule proposed above. 


WHEREFORE, Applicant AmerenUE respectfully prays that the Commission modify its March 10, 2003 order by adopting the above agreed-upon procedural schedule, and that it deem the direct testimony previously filed herein as timely filed.
