SECOND ORDER APPROVING TARIFF

On August 26, 2004, Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company (MGE), filed an application for a certificate of convenience and necessity for an expansion of its service area in Christian County.

On October 20, the parties filed a unanimous stipulation and agreement, and on November 9, the Commission approved that agreement.  Pursuant to the agreement, on November 10, MGE filed revised a tariff sheet, and on November 18, filed an additional tariff sheet. 

On November 30, the Staff of the Commission filed its recommendation, in which it stated that the tariffs comply with the Commission’s order approving the agreement, and recommended that the tariff sheets be approved.  The Commission will approve the tariffs.

Because of limitations in the Commission’s electronic filing system, a Commission order can approve only tariffs assigned a single Tariff File Number.  Because MGE filed two tariff sheets at two different times, the flaw in the Commission’s electronic filing system requires that the tariffs be approved in two separate orders. This order approves the November 18 filing, and a separate order entitled “First Order Approving Tariff” approves the November 10 filing (as substituted).

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the following tariff sheets submitted on November 18, 2004, by Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company, and assigned Tariff File No.YG-2005-0392, are approved for service on and after December 18, 2004:
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2. That this order shall become effective on December 2, 2004.

3. That this case may be closed after December 3, 2004.
