ORDER GRANTING INTERVENTION AND SETTING ORAL ARGUMENT

On August 31, 2004, Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE filed a proposed tariff that makes changes to the way some of its customers balance their gas usage and to the way imbalances are treated.  On September 17, 2004, ProLiance Energy, LLC, filed a motion to suspend and to intervene.  In an order issued September 20, 2004, the Commission granted ProLiance’s application to intervene, and in an order issued September 28, 2004, the Commission suspended the tariff until October 29, 2004. 

On September 24, 2004, MFA Incorporated and ONEOK Energy Marketing Company jointly filed an application to intervene.  Also on September 24, 2004, Seminole Energy Services L.L.C. filed an application to intervene.  The applications to intervene comply with the Commission’s rules governing intervention, and will be granted.  

The Commission will schedule oral argument to gather more information about the issues raised.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

That the application to intervene of MFA Incorporated is granted.

That the application to intervene of ONEOK Energy Marketing Company is granted.


3.
That the application to intervene of Seminole Energy Services L.L.C. is granted.

That an oral argument is set for October 13, 2004, beginning at 10:00 a.m.  The argument shall be held in room 310 at the Commission’s offices in the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri, a building that meets accessibility standards of the Americans with Disabilities Act.
