Motion for Finding of Necessity for Rulemaking

COMES NOW the Staff of the Public Service Commission of Missouri and for its Motion for Finding of Necessity for Rulemaking states:
1.
Section 536.016, RSMo 2000
 provides that a state agency shall propose rules based upon “a finding by the agency that the rule is necessary to carry out the purposes of the statute that granted such rulemaking authority.”

2.
Senate Substitute for Senate Committee Substitute for House Bill 208, 92nd General Assembly, 1st Regular Session (H.B.208) takes effect on August 28, 2003.  Sections 393.1009, 393.1012, and 393.1015 permit natural gas utilities to apply for, and the Commission to approve, an Infrastructure System Replacement Surcharge (ISRS) to customers’ rates.  These sections describe the ISRS qualifications, calculation, duration, and limitations.  They also provide for Commission approval of ISRS applications, and provide rulemaking authority to the Commission.  

3.
In order to implement the provisions of H.B. 208, and carry out the purpose of §§393.1009, 393.1012, and 393.1015 of the bill, the Commission must adopt a rule to specify the information that a gas corporation must provide when applying for an ISRS; the procedure that the parties must follow in processing the application for ISRS; and the methods the Commission and the gas corporation must follow in administering an ISRS.  

4.
The Staff has prepared a draft proposed rule to implement the provisions of §§393.1009 to 393.1015.  

5.
The Staff attaches the affidavit of Warren Wood in support of this motion as Attachment A.

WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully asks the Commission to issue its Order Finding Necessity of Rulemaking to implement the provisions of H.B. 208 with respect to Infrastructure System Replacement Surcharges for gas corporations.
