ORDER SETTING ORAL ARGUMENT

On September 8, 2004, Socket filed a proposed tariff with an effective date of October 8, 2004, that would allow Socket Telecom to engage in market trials to test its ability to provide local exchange services for a limited period of time in various geographic areas where the company plans to provide local services.  On October 6, 2004, CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC, filed a motion to suspend the tariff, and on October 7, 2004, the Commission suspended the tariff to investigate the issues raised in CenturyTel’s motion to suspend.  The Commission will schedule oral argument to gather more information about the issues raised.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

That an oral argument is set for October 20, 2004, beginning at 10:00 a.m.  The argument shall be held in room 310 at the Commission’s offices in the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri, a building that meets accessibility standards of the Americans with Disabilities Act.
