ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On July 9, 2002, the Manager of the Manufactured Housing and Modular Units Program of the Public Service Commission filed a complaint against Lakeway Tradin’ Post.  In response, Lakeway Tradin’ Post filed a request for mediation on July 24, 2002.  On August 19, 2002, the Manager consented to mediation.

The Mediation Clinic at The University of Missouri School of Law mediated the dispute.  On November 15, 2002, the Clinic informed the Commission the parties had settled their dispute.

Because this dispute apparently has settled, the Commission will direct the Manager to file a pleading that either asks the Commission to dismiss the complaint or explains why the Commission should not dismiss it. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Manager of the Manufactured Housing and Modular Units Program of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file a pleading that either asks the Commission to dismiss the complaint or explains why the Commission should not dismiss it no later than December 10, 2002.
2. That this order will be effective on December 5, 2002.
