ORDER GRANTING MOTION FOR CONTINUANCE

On September 2, 2004, the Missouri Public Service Commission found that Amega Sales, Inc., violated Sections 700.100(4) and 700.045, RSMo 2000.  The Commission then set this matter for hearing to be held on September 15, 2004, to determine what action to take in light of such findings.  

On September 7, 2004, Amega filed a motion requesting that the Commission continue the hearing.  Amega states that its counsel is scheduled to appear in Circuit Court in Randolph County, Missouri on September 15.  

Under 4 CSR 240-2.110(2) the Commission may continue a hearing for good cause.  The Commission finds that the necessity for Amega’s counsel to be in Circuit Court on September 15th constitutes good cause and will continue the hearing.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Amega Sales, Inc.’s motion for a continuance is granted.

2. That the hearing scheduled for September 15, 2004, is continued to a date to be set by a subsequent order.

3. That this order shall become effective on September 8, 2004.
