ORDER ACKNOWLEDGING MEDIATION

On July 9, 2002, the Director of the Manufactured Housing and Modular Units Program of the Public Service Commission filed a complaint against Lakeway Tradin’ Post.  In response,  Lakeway Tradin’ Post filed a request for mediation on July 24, 2002.

The Commission ordered Complainant to respond to Respondent’s request by August 13, 2002.  Complainant moved the Commission for additional time to respond.  The Commission granted relief to Complainant, and ordered Complainant to respond by August 19, 2002.  On that date, Complainant responded, and informed the Commission that he agrees to participate in mediation.

The parties shall contact the Alternative Dispute Resolution Center at the Law School of the University of Missouri-Columbia and initiate the mediation process.  The parties shall inform the Commission in writing of the progress, if any, of the mediation on or before September 19, 2002, and at 30‑day intervals thereafter.  The Commission expects that the status report of September 19, 2002, will show that a date certain for the first mediation session has been scheduled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the parties shall contact the Alternative Dispute Resolution Center at the Law School of the University of Missouri-Columbia and initiate the mediation process.

2. That the parties shall jointly report the status of the mediation in writing to this Commission on September 19, 2002, and at 30‑day intervals thereafter, until further order of this Commission.  The status report due by September 19, 2002, will show that a date certain for the first mediation session has been scheduled.

3. That this order shall become effective on August 30, 2002.
