ORDER APROVING TARIFFS 

Syllabus:  This order approves a proposed tariff filed by Socket Telecom, LLC that will allow Socket to engage in market trials to test its ability to provide local exchange services.    

On September 8, 2004, Socket filed a proposed tariff similar to the tariff at issue in this case, along with a motion for expedited treatment.  CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC objected to that tariff, and Case Number TT-2005-0089 was created to deal with the issues CenturyTel raised.  In response to CenturyTel’s objections to the proposed tariff, the Commission suspended it, and held oral argument.  At the oral argument in Case Number TT-2004-0089, it appeared that Socket was willing to modify its proposed tariff to address CenturyTel’s concerns.  Accordingly, on October 21, 2004, Socket withdrew the tariff in Case Number TT-2005-0089, and filed a new tariff in this case.

As discussed on the record at the oral argument in Case Number TT-2005-0089, the tariff Socket filed in this case differs from the tariff in that case, with changes designed to address CenturyTel’s concerns.  Socket served a copy of the new tariff and the motion for expedited treatment on counsel for CenturyTel, and CenturyTel has not objected. 

On October 25, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed a recommendation to expeditiously approve the tariff.  Staff notes that Socket’s proposal is limited to providing local exchange services to a maximum of 50 targeted participants, with no more than 10 participants in any particular telephone exchange.  Staff also notes that the market trials will last a maximum of 12 weeks after which Socket will either make a tariff filing to add the product or service to its tariff or discontinue testing. 

The Commission finds the proposed tariff to be reasonable and in the public interest and will approve it.  Furthermore, given the delays engendered in Case Number TT-2005-0089 and Socket’s willingness to amend its proposed tariff to address CenturyTel’s concerns, the Commission finds good cause to approve the tariff on less than thirty days’ notice. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1.
That the following tariff sheets, Tariff File No. JC-2005-0317, filed on October 21, 2004, by Socket Telecom, LLC, are approved for service on and after November 10, 2004:
