MISSOURI DEPARTMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES’ MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME TO RESPOND TO STAFF RESPONSE TO ORDER SETTING DATE

FOR FILING PROCEDURAL SCHEDULES
Comes now the Missouri Department of Natural Resources and respectfully moves this Commission for an extension of time to file Responses to the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) response to the December 17, 2008 Order of the Commission directing the parties to jointly prepare and file proposed procedural schedules no later than February 9, 2009.  In support of this Motion, MDNR states as follows:
1.
As a result of the passage of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, the MDNR has been extraordinarily busy responding to the anticipated and dramatic increase in funding for the Low Income Weatherization Program, State Energy Program and the first ever funding of the Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant Program. 
2.
As a result of the timelines involved in both obtaining and spending these anticipated funds, the MDNR has had to commit nearly all staff time to prepare for this opportunity.  

3.
Consequently, MDNR staff has not had sufficient time to prepare a proper response and bring certain key issues to the Commission’s attention.

4.
MDNR is asking the Commission for additional time up to and including March 13, 2009, to file its response, which would otherwise be due March 10, 2009.      
5.
MDNR has inquired of the other parties to this case whether they will object to this request and has been advised that none of them oppose the MDNR’s request.  Moreover, in consultation with other parties MDNR believes it is appropriate to extend the due date for all parties (other than Staff), some of whom also have also not had sufficient time to prepare a proper response and bring certain key issues to the Commission’s attention.    Neither Staff nor any other party opposes extending the due date for responses to all parties to March 13, 2009.
Wherefore the MDNR respectfully requests that the Commission grant all parties, with the exception of Staff, until March 13, 2009, to file responses to Staff’s proposal.
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
