ORDER ESTABLISHING PROTECTIVE ORDER

This order grants the request for the Commission’s standard protective order.

On November 29, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed a complaint against Amega Sales.   In response, the Commission issued an Order Directing Filing.  That order instructed Staff to tell the Commission why it had filed information in Appendices A and C that might not otherwise be publicly available.

On December 17, Staff responded.  Staff noted that the some of the information was otherwise publicly available.  Staff further noted that the information that was not otherwise publicly available was properly filed under Chapter 610, RSMo.  

With its response, Staff filed a Motion for Protective Order for Appendices A and C.  The motion included a request that the Commission waive the portion of Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.085 that requires the movant to plead that the information to be protected is not otherwise publicly available.

Upon review of Staff’s motion, the Commission finds that there is a need to protect confidential information and the request for a protective order is reasonable.  The Commission has previously recognized the need to protect confidential information, and protective orders have helped minimize disputes in past cases.  Therefore, the Commission concludes that a protective order should be granted. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Motion for Protective Order filed by the Staff of the Commission is granted, and the protective order attached to this order as Attachment A is adopted. 

2. That the portion of Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.085(1) that requires a movant to plead that the information to be protected is not otherwise publicly available is waived.

3. That this order shall become effective on December 21, 2004.
