SECOND ORDER DIRECTING STATUS REPORT 


On March 27, 2001, Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a Motion for Finding of Necessity for Rulemaking.  On April 12, 2001, the Commission issued an Order Finding Necessity for Rulemaking.  On October 29, 2001, the Commission issued an order directing Staff to file a report on the status of the rulemaking, and on November 19, 2001, the Staff filed its report. Staff stated that it expected to address the rulemaking that is the subject of this case after the new Chapter 3 rules are effective. Those rules are now in effect and the Commission will direct the Staff to file a second status report.

That the Staff of the Commission shall, no later than May 16, 2003, file a pleading explaining the status of this case and outlining the timeline under which it expects to proceed.
