ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On February 26, 2004, the Commission approved a stipulation and agreement that resolved all issues in this case.  On March 25, 2004, the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC) issued an order accepting without modification or amendment a Service Agreement between Ameren Services Company (as agent for Union Electric Company, d/b/a AmerenUE) and the Midwest Independent Transmission System Operator, Inc.

Both Staff and Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE filed pleadings in this case in response to the FERC’s March 25, 2004 order.  It appears that the Commission responded to the FERC’s March 25, 2004 order outside of the context of this case, and that no further action is required in this case.
