Office of the Public Counsel's Response to Order


On September 3, 2004, the Commission issued an Order directing Public Counsel to file a pleading by September 7, 2004, stating its current position with regard to Sprint’s proposed tariff.  Undersigned counsel for the Office of Public Counsel apologizes to the Commission for not responding to the Commission's order.  Counsel overlooked the September 3rd order during preparation for two oral arguments before the Cole County Circuit Court and did not discover the PSC's directive until late in the day September 8th.

The Commission denied the motion for suspension at the September 9th agenda.  


Public Counsel filed the motion to suspend after representatives from the Cass County PSAP expressed to this Office some of its concerns about the tariff. Thereafter, Staff acquired additional information through data requests and Cass County and St. Louis County, the only counties to file for intervention, withdrew their requests.  No other county contacted Public Counsel to pursue this matter. As a result of the review of the Staff's recommendation and the absence of further interest by any affected county, Public Counsel did not object to the rejection of its motion.  


Public Counsel's only remaining concern relates to notice to affected government agencies.  While tariff filings are matters of public record, when a tariff or service could have a direct impact on a government entity (e.g. provisioning of emergency services via 911 service), a prudent course may be to provide direct notice to those agencies to alert them so they could have input if they are adversely affected.
