Statement of the Parties

COME NOW the Staff of the Public Service Commission, Sprint Missouri, Inc. d/b/a Sprint, and the Office of the Public Counsel and state as follows:

Staff anticipates being able to file additional information for Commission review on or before Tuesday, December 23, 2003, as much supporting documentation for Sprint’s filing is easily obtainable in electronic format.
