ORDER SETTING CONFERENCE
The evidentiary hearing in this case ended on April 15, 2003. Since then, the legislature passed House Bill 208, which, if it becomes law, may have a significant impact on the issues in this case.  In order to allow the parties to discuss the impact of HB208, and to provide information to the Commission, a conference will be scheduled. The parties should be prepared to address, at a minimum, the following questions:

A. To what extent does the passage of HB208 change the landscape in which the Commission is to consider the treatment of capacity costs?

B. What harm will occur if the Commission does not approve a revised program by June 1, 2003, as requested by the parties in the Stipulation and Agreement?

C. If the Commission adopted Laclede’s proposal, and approved a tariff substantially similar to that proposed by Laclede, what would be the effect on that tariff if HB208 becomes effective on August 28?

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1.
That a conference shall be held on May 22, 2003, beginning at 10:00 a.m.  The conference shall be held at the Commission’s office in the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri, a building that meets accessibility standards of the Americans with Disabilities Act.
