On September 19, 2006, The Commission” granted the Motion of W. Bill Dias and W. Bill Dias D/B/A 1.Paystation.com leave to Intervene Out of Time.  Since that time Dias has tried to get up to speed on all of the filings in Case No. ER-2006-0314.

On October 6, 2006, W. Bill Dias did deliver to Kevin Thompson his issues which will be covered in the topic below:

“*Should KCPL participate in an “Energy Conservation Program” that will provide consultation, weatherization materials and installation?   If so, should the cost of the program to be underwritten by KCPL and charged to the customer? Pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.130(14) “The presiding officer may require the production of further evidence upon any issue”

It was my understanding that Sue Nathan (KCPL) would be able to address the issues contained in “Energy Conservation Program” however; on October 16, 2006 it became clear that Cory Sullivan (KCPL) and Lori Shaffer (KCPL) were the witness needed to cover the following issues which are strategic to the “Energy Conservation Program”:

· Customer Relations

· Payment Plans

· Pay Agent/ Pay Station efforts

· Credit Card Payment status

· Credit Agency Reporting

The witnesses requested to appear for cross-examination on October 27, 2006 will provide direct testimony on KCPL’s out reach to the community that no other KCPL witnesses can provide. The questions directed to Bill Downey by the Commission can only be answered from the persons that have the day to day responsibility on dealing with the Churches, local organization and so on. If the Commission wants to get a true picture of what is really going on between KCPL and the Community these witness must be required to testify on October 27, 2006. Pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.130(8) “A party shall not be precluded from having a reasonable opportunity to address matters not previously disclosed which arise at the hearing. “
CONCLUSION:
For good cause, it is requested that the Commission grant W. Bill Dias a resident of Kansas City Missouri and W. Bill Dias d.b.a. 1.PayStation.com Motion for Leave to Depart From The List of Witness should direct Cory Sullivan and Lori Shaffer to appear personally before the Commission on October 27, 2006 as new witness that have information that no other KCPL witness can provide to the Commission and for that reason this Motion should be granted.
