ORDER SUSPENDING FILING OF 

PROPOSED PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

On June 21, 2002, the Commission ordered the parties to file a Proposed Procedural Schedule by July 8, 2002.  On July 3, 2002, ALLTEL Missouri, Inc., the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and the Office of the Public Counsel filed a Joint Motion to Suspend Filing of Proposed Procedural Schedule.

The parties asked the Commission to suspend that order because the parties have similar cases pending before the Commission.  The parties stipulated that they would not be harmed if the Commission suspended its previous order for 60 days.  The Commission granted the request, and required the parties to file a Proposed Procedural Schedule by September 6, 2002.

On September 5, 2002, the parties again jointly asked the Commission for an order suspending the requirement to file a Proposed Procedural Schedule for another 60 days.  The parties still have cases with similar issues pending before the Commission.  Once again, the Commission finds the parties’ request reasonable, and the Commission will grant it.
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Commission’s July 5, 2002 Order requiring the parties to file a Proposed Procedural Schedule by September 6, 2002, is suspended.

2. That the parties will file a Proposed Procedural Schedule with the Commission by November 5, 2002. 

3. That this order shall become effective on September 10, 2002.
