WorldCom, Inc., and its United States subsidiaries
 that are authorized to provide telecommunications service in the state of Missouri (collectively WCom) file their joint quarterly status report as required by the Order Establishing Case of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) in the above styled and numbered docket.

I.  Current Status of Bankruptcy Case

During April 2003, WorldCom filed its proposed Plan of Reorganization with the U.S. Bankruptcy Court for the Southern District of New York.  Despite objections from some creditors, Judge Arthur Gonzalez gave approval to send a prospectus to all creditors detailing its reorganization plan.  Ninety percent of the members of the creditors committee favor the plan.

WorldCom also announced a brand name change to MCI.  The brand name change is consistent with the marketing of the MCI products in Missouri; certifications are not affected by the brand name change.  

II.  Impact on Customers 


MCI continues to promote The Neighborhood local and long distance product, launched in Missouri to residential and small business customers in Southwestern Bell exchanges.  Service to customers in Missouri continues to be unaffected by WorldCom’s bankruptcy filing.  

III.  Conclusion
