MOTION FOR PROTECTIVE ORDER

  Comes now WWC License L.L.C. (Western Wireless) d/b/a Cellular One (“Western Wireless”), by its undersigned counsel, and pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.085, moves the Commission to issue a standard-form protective order in this matter. In support of its motion, Western Wireless states as follows:


1. WWC License L.L.C. (Western Wireless) d/b/a Cellular One is an intervenor in three of the Local Number Portability dockets currently pending before the Commission: TO-2004-0401 (KLM Telephone Company), TO-2004-0505 (Craw-Kan Telephone Cooperative) and the instant case.  A Protective Order was previously issued in Case No. TO-2004-0401 (KLM).


2. The parties to these three cases have filed with the Commission proposed procedural schedules that would set the cases for hearing on July 21 and 22, 2004, with prefiling of testimony occurring as early as June 3 for the Petitioners and July 1 for the other parties.

3. Discovery is ongoing in these cases, and necessarily involves company-specific information that may include competitive pricing information, employee-specific information, and technical, financial and business information of a confidential or proprietary nature.  Other information that may be requested or utilized in filings or testimony in these cases may contain customer-specific information, competitive pricing information, trade secrets, and confidential, technical, financial and business information, or other material of a confidential or proprietary nature.  None of the information can be found in any other public document, and public disclosure of the referenced material which parties to these cases may seek in discovery could tend to harm the interests of the party from which such material is sought, or its employees or customers.

Western Wireless is about to respond to certain Data Requests in this matter which would require disclosure of certain proprietary and confidential information by Western Wireless.  In addition, Western Wireless is serving Data Requests on Petitioners in these cases which undoubtedly will call for disclosure of certain proprietary and confidential information by Petitioners.

Therefore, because there is a potential for public disclosure of confidential or proprietary information without a protective order in place, Western Wireless respectfully requests that the Commission issue in this case its standard-form protective order containing classifications of “highly confidential” and “proprietary.”
WHEREFORE, Western Wireless, pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.085, requests that the Commission issue its standard protective order in this proceeding, containing classifications of “highly confidential” and “proprietary” to guide the parties’ conduct in this case.
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
