Proposed Procedural Schedule


COME NOW the parties to the above-captioned non-consolidated cases, and state:


1.
On May 11, 2004, the Commission conducted a prehearing in the above cases and directed the parties to notify the Commission of their suggestions on how to best supply the Commission with the evidence it needs to reach a determination on the merits of the Petitioners’ respective petitions.  


2.
Discussion among the parties has resulted in an agreement to enter into unanimous written stipulations in each of the above matters that include most, and if possible,  all factual matters that the parties believe the Commission must address to resolve the petitions, as well as the parties’ desired solutions.    

3.
The parties have therefore agreed to present written stipulations with the Commission in each matter by no later than June 18, 2004.  

4.
Additionally, the parties propose to file a single round of testimony on any contested issues.  The parties also propose to present the stipulations and request the Commission to hold its hearing on any contested issues in a single proceeding at the same time, in the interest of efficiency and because many, but not all, witnesses will be common to all matters.

To accommodate the process of handling the seventeen above-captioned cases in the most efficient manner possible, the parties now propose the following schedule:

	July 7, 2004
	Hearings (cases consolidated for hearing only)
