RESPONSE OF ALLTEL COMMUNICATIONS, INC. TO ORDER ADDING PARTIES AND DIRECTING RESPONSE, AND MOTION TO WITHDRAW
COMES NOW Alltel Communications, Inc. (“Alltel”), by and through its counsel, and respectfully submits its Response to the Commission’s Order Adding Parties and Directing Response issued in this matter on September 22, 2005. As its Response, Alltel states the following: 
1.
Alltel Communications, Inc. is not licensed by the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) to provide wireless two-way voice communications service in the Bourbon, Columbia, Cuba, Dardenne, O’Fallon, St. James, St. Peters or Wentzville exchanges of CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC, nor does it provide such service in any of those exchanges.

Alltel Communications, Inc. does provide wireless two-way voice communications service in the Branson exchange of CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC, but does not categorize its customers in its customer record system as “residential” or “business” customers and, therefore, cannot ascertain whether its customers in Branson are “residential” or “commercial.”

Attached is the affidavit of Lawrence J. Krajci, the Staff Manager of External Affairs of Alltel Communications, Inc., verifying these facts.
4.
It is Alltel’s understanding that CenturyTel is withdrawing its request for competitive status in Branson. (See, Direct Testimony of Arthur P. Martinez, page 13, lines 19-22; and Joint Recommendation of CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC, Commission Staff, and the Office of the Public Counsel, page 2, Paragraph 3.) Since Alltel does not provide wireless service in any of the exchanges in which CenturyTel is still seeking competition designation in the instant case, Alltel respectfully requests that the Commission excuse it from further participation in this matter.

WHEREFORE, Alltel Communications, Inc. respectfully requests that the Commission dismiss it as a party to the instant proceeding or, in the alternative, grant Alltel leave to withdraw as a party to the case, and excuse Alltel from further participation in this matter, including appearing at the hearing on September 27, 2005.
