ORDER DISMISSING PETITION AS MOOT

On August 12, 2003, the Missouri Manufactured Housing Association filed a petition asking the Commission to rescind three rules that established inspection fees.  The three specific rules challenged were 4 CSR 240-120.135, 4 CSR 240-123.075, and 4 CSR 240-121.185.  On December 15, 2004, the Secretary of State published, in the Missouri Register, final orders of rulemaking rescinding each of the three challenged rules.  The relief sought by the Missouri Manufactured Housing Association in its petition has now been obtained, and its petition has been rendered moot.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Petition to Rescind Rules filed by the Missouri Manufactured Housing Association is dismissed as moot.

2. That this order shall become effective on December 31, 2004. 

3. That this case shall be closed on January 1, 2005.
