ORDER GRANTING MOTION FOR CONTINUANCE AND

DIRECTING FILING OF ANSWER

On August 5, 2003, the Director of the Manufactured Housing and Modular Units Program of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a complaint with the Commission against Amega Sales, Inc.  Thereafter, the matter was referred to a third-party, neutral mediator.  The parties have not, however, filed any pleading evidencing a resolution of the matter.  Under Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.125(2)(B) the Commission, on March 16, 2004, set this matter for an evidentiary hearing to be held on March 31 and April 1, 2004.

Also, on March 16, 2004, Amega Sales filed a motion for continuance.  In addition to the parties not having taken any discovery, Amega’s attorney states that he has a conflict on March 31, 2004.  In light of the reasons set forth in Amega’s motion, the Commission will grant a continuance and reschedule the hearing.

Because this matter was stayed due to the parties’ entering into mediation, Respondent has not filed an answer to the complaint.  The Commission will therefore require that Amega file an answer to this complaint. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Amega Sales, Inc.’s motion for continuance is granted.

2. That an evidentiary hearing is rescheduled to April 27, 2004, beginning at 8:30 a.m.

3. That the hearing will be held at the Commission's offices in the Governor Office Building, Room 305, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri, a facility which meets the accessibility standards of the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA). 4. That Amega Sales, Inc., shall file an answer to this complaint not later than March 26, 2004.

5. That this order shall become final on March 19, 2004.
