ORDER SUSPENDING PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

AND DIRECTING FILING

On August 23, 2002, Respondent Wightman Enterprises, Inc., which does business as Lee’s Mobile Homes, moved for a temporary suspension of the procedural schedule in this matter.  Respondent explained that it has purchased the home that is the subject of this matter and that the Director needs time to confirm that change of ownership.  Respondent believes that the Director will dismiss his complaint if he determines that Respondent is indeed the present owner of the home.  Respondent further assures the Commission that the Director does not object to granting this motion.  

Unusually, the Director responded to Respondent’s motion 11 days before it was ever filed.  In his response, the Director agrees that he does not object to Respondent’s motion.  He does point out, however, that he has not yet decided whether he will dismiss his complaint if in fact Respondent is now the owner of the home in question.  

The Commission will grant Respondent’s motion and stay the procedural schedule, not just for ten days, but indefinitely.  The Commission will direct the Director to file status reports at monthly intervals so that the Commission may possess up-to-date information as to the progress of the parties in resolving this case.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That Respondent’s Request for Temporary Suspension of Procedural Schedule, filed on August 23, 2002, by Wightman Enterprises, Inc., doing business as Lee’s Mobile Homes, is granted as explained above.  

2. That the procedural schedule previously adopted herein is suspended pending the further order of this Commission.  

3. That the Director shall file a status report no later than 4:00 p.m. on September 16, 2002, and thereafter at monthly intervals, advising the Commission of the status of this matter and any efforts made to resolve it.  

4. That this order shall become effective on August 30, 2002.
