On April 8, 2005, the Commission approved P.S.C. MO Tariff No. 1 and substitute tariff sheets all bearing an effective date of April 15, 2005.  Broadwing’s Tariff No. 1 was a tariff to allow Broadwing to provide local, message toll and long-distance end-user communications services.  The Commission assigned that Tariff No. YC-2005-0668.

In 2003 Broadwing had previously filed a Tariff No. 1 to serve interexchange customers.  The Commission assigned that Tariff No. JX-2004-0199 and later approved it.

The tariff sheets previously designated P.S.C. MO Tariff No. 1 (YC-2005-0668) should be cancelled and replaced by P.S.C. MO Tariff No. 3.
