MGE’S NOTICE

Comes now Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company, (“MGE” or “Applicant”), by and through counsel, and for its notice herein respectfully states as follows:

The Commission issued its Order Granting Waiver Regarding Refunds herein on or about May 6, 2004.  At the time, it was contemplated that MGE would receive approximately $8.6 million in refunds from Southern Star Central by May 14, 2004; however, due to action taken at the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission, such monies were not available to be provided by Southern Star Central to MGE until recently.  Therefore, MGE notifies the Commission that it will post these refunds on August 28, 2004 to the accounts of customers of record as of July 28, 2004, based on usage of those customers during the twelve revenue months of August 2003 through July 2004.
