staff Motion withdrawing 

the MOTION FOR CLARIFICATION

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Staff”) and for its Motion Withdrawing the Motion for Clarification states:

1. On October 15, 2004, the Staff filed a motion requesting the Commission to clarify that the Missouri Universal Service Fund (MoUSF) Board shall approve the assessment percentages for the Low-Income/Disabled Fund rather than by order of the Commission.  The Staff requested this clarification because of the apparent discrepancy between 4 CSR 240-31.060(5)(C) and 4 CSR 240-31.065(1).

2. The Office of the Public Counsel contacted the Staff and raised concerns regarding the MoUSF Board’s authority to give the final approval on assessment percentages.  This authority is not specifically given to the MoUSF Board in Section 392.248 RSMo. 2000.  

3. The Staff hereby withdraws its earlier motion requesting the Commission to clarify that the MoUSF Board, rather than the Commission, shall approve the assessment percentages.  If a change to the Commission’s MoUSF rules is necessary, the Staff believes such change can be addressed in a separate rulemaking. 

WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully withdraws its Motion for Clarification. 
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
