ORDER DENYING APPLICATION FOR REHEARING

On October 2, 2003, the Commission issued an order that approved tariffs filed by Sprint Missouri, Inc. d/b/a Sprint.  In doing so, the Commission denied a Motion to Suspend Tariffs and Request for Evidentiary Hearing filed by the Office of the Public Counsel.  The Commission’s order had an effective date of December 18.  On October 30, Public Counsel filed a Motion for Rehearing.

On November 10, Sprint filed a response opposing Public Counsel’s motion for rehearing.  The Commission wished to hear from its Staff before ruling on Public Counsel’s motion and on November 12, ordered Staff to respond to Public Counsel’s motion by November 19.  Staff filed its response on November 18, urging the Commission to deny Public Counsel’s motion for rehearing.  Public Counsel has not replied to the responses of Sprint or Staff.  
Section 386.500, RSMo (2000), provides that the Commission shall grant an application for rehearing if “in its judgment sufficient reason therefor be made to appear.”  In the judgment of the Commission, Public Counsel has failed to establish sufficient reason to grant its Motion for Rehearing.   

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the Motion for Rehearing filed by the Office of the Public Counsel is denied.

2.
That this order shall become effective on December 18, 2003.
