ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On July 9, 2004, Cass County, Missouri filed a motion to intervene in this matter.  In its motion, Cass County states that it has an interest in this matter because fees obtained by Sprint through tariffs are passed on to governmental entities providing 911 services, including Cass County.

Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.075(4) states as follows:

The commission may on application permit any person to intervene on a showing that – 

(A) The proposed intervenor has an interest which is different from that of the general public and which may be adversely affected by a final order arising from the case: or

(B) Granting the proposed intervention would service the public interest.

Although Cass County shows that it has an interest in this matter, it does not show how it may be adversely affected by a final order of the Commission.  Or, in the alternative, Cass County does not show how granting the proposed intervention would serve the public interest.

The Commission will therefore require that Cass County file a pleading that satisfies the requirements of Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.075.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Cass County shall file no later than July 16, 2004, a pleading which satisfies the requirements of Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.075.

2. That this order shall become effective on July 13, 2004.
