Staff Recommendation

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and states:

1. On June 18, 2004, Sprint Missouri, Inc. d/b/a Sprint (Sprint) filed Tariff No. JI-2004-1485 proposing to introduce 311 and 511 service, for non-emergency local government services and travel information services.  

2. The Staff filed a Motion to Suspend on July 2, 2004 requesting time to gather additional information from Sprint through data requests.  On July 9, 2004, Sprint requested an extension on the effective date of the proposed tariff to September 15, 2004.  Sprint amended the proposed tariff on July 27, 2004.  

3. In the Staff’s Memorandum, attached and labeled “Appendix A,” the Staff recommends that the Commission allow the tariff sheets, as amended, to become effective at the Commission’s earliest convenience.
