MOTION TO CANCEL CERTIFICATES OF AUTHORITY AND TARIFFS


Comes now MCI, Inc. (“MCI”), by its undersigned counsel, and on behalf of its subsidiary Missouri competitive telecommunications companies identified in the Application filed herein, and pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.080 and the Commission’s November 13, 2003 Order Approving Corporate Restructuring, requests that the Commission cancel certain Certificates of Authority granted to: Brooks Fiber Communications of Missouri, Inc.,  Metropolitan Fiber Systems of St. Louis, Inc., Metropolitan Fiber Systems of Kansas City, Inc. and MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc.   In support of it’s Motion MCI states:

1.
On November 13, 2003 the Commission issued herein its Order Approving Corporate Restructuring regarding restructuring and related intra-corporate transactions to be undertaken to consummate the Plan of Reorganization under the WorldCom Chapter 11 Federal Bankruptcy proceeding.  At page 3 of that Order the Commission stated: “staff’s recommendation indicates that the certificates and tariffs of Brooks Fiber, Metropolitan Fiber and MCI WorldCom Communications will need to be cancelled after these companies are merged into MCImetro Access.”


2.
On April 29, 2004 MCI filed its “Notice of Completion of Transactions” in this case wherein at paragraph 4 it stated: 
“Revised tariffs will be submitted soon to complete the documentation of these changes.  When these revised tariffs [take] effect, the Commission will be able to cancel the Certificates of Authority issued to Brooks Fiber Communications Missouri, Inc., Metropolitan Fiber Systems of St. Louis, Inc., and Metropolitan Fiber Systems of Kansas City, Inc.  The Commission will also be able to cancel the local certificates of authority issued to MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc., but that subsidiary will retain its inter-exchange Certificate of Authority and continue IXC operations and services.”


3.
The revised tariffs referenced above were filed in July 2004, and have become effective.



4.
Accordingly, MCI now requests that the following Certificates of Authority and tariffs be cancelled:


a.
All of Brooks Fiber Communications of Missouri, Inc.’s Certificates of Authority granted on July 18, 1997 in Case No. TA-96-438 and the Tariffs filed thereunder.


b.
All of Metropolitan Fiber Systems of St. Louis, Inc.’s Certificates of Authority granted on October 14, 1992 in Case No. TA-92-126 and the Tariffs filed thereunder.


c.
All of Metropolitan Fiber Systems of Kansas City, Inc.’s Certificates of Authority granted on October 14, 1992 in Case No. TA-92-125 and the Tariffs filed thereunder.


d.
MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc.’s Certificate of Authority to provide competitive local exchange telecommunications service granted on December 23, 1997 in Case No. TA-98-201 and the Tariffs filed thereunder.  MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc. intends to retain its Certificate of Authority to provide intrastate inter-exchange telecommunications and intends to continue providing IXC operations and services.

WHEREFORE, MCI requests the Commission grant this Motion to Cancel Certificates of Authority and Tariffs.
