MOTION FOR LEAVE TO FILE SURREBUTTAL TESTIMONY OUT OF TIME

COMES NOW, W. Bill Dias and W. Bill Dias D/B/A 1.Paystation.com (“Dias”), submits this Motion for Leave to File Surrebuttal Testimony Out of Time (the “Motion”) to the Public Service Commission of the State of Missouri (the “Commission”). In support of the Motion, Dias states as follows:

On September 19, 2006, The Commission” granted the Motion of W. Bill Dias and W. Bill Dias D/B/A 1.Paystation.com leave to Intervene Out of Time. On October 12, 2006 W. Bill Dias and W. Bill Dias D/B/A 1.Paystation.com did file surrebuttal testimony in Case No. ER-2006-0314 which did not included a signed affidavit providing the witness’s oath pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.1.

On October 12, 2006 W. Bill Dias and W. Bill Dias D/B/A 1.Paystation.com states that thorough Kim Happy he did obtain permission to file the surrebuttal testimony without a signed affidavit from Colleen Dale of the Commission provided an original copy was mailed to the Data Center. The Original surrebuttal testimony accompanied by an executed affidavit providing my oath was mailed on this date.

The surrebuttal testimony addresses rebuttal testimony of witness Anita Randolph surrebuttal testimony which requested additional information i.e. “Mr. Dias does not offer additional explanation or description of the energy efficiency component of the program”. My surrebuttal testimony is rebuttal testimony to Anita Randolph’s request to have additional explanation of the complete program.

My surrebuttal testimony addresses material which is responsive to matters raised by party’s rebuttal testimony pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.130(70(D). Matters that rose out of witnesses Bob Jackson and Anita Randolph’s testimony which was filed October 6, 2006.
