On February1, 2006, KCPL submitted to the Commission proposed tariff sheets intended to implement an Energy Conservation and Weatherization Pilot however they omitted the bill payment part of the Pilot as called for in the Memorandum of Understanding executed on 2/12/01.  KCPL proposes a general rate increase for electrical service provided in its Missouri service area. The Commission issued an Order and Notice on February 3, in which it gave interested parties until February 23rd to request intervention.


On August17,2006, the (Commission) filed and “Order Directing Filing” asking for supplemental information for the Local Public hearing to be held on August 24, 2006 is as follows:
