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DIRECTOR’S RESPONSE TO ORDER DIRECTING FILING AND MOTION TO SET A PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE


COMES NOW the Director of the Manufactured Housing and Modular Units Program of the Public Service Commission (“Director”) and for his Response to Order Directing Filing and Motion to Set a Procedural Schedule states to the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Commission”) as follows:

1.
On February 26, 2002, the Commission issued its Order Approving Stipulation and Agreement in this case. In that order, the Commission provided “[t]hat this case shall remain open pending receipt of the report of the inspection by the manufacturer’s engineer.” On March 11, 2002, the Commission issued an Order Directing Filing, in which it instructed the Director to file a pleading “stating a date certain upon which the inspection report, referred to in Paragraph 2 of the Joint Stipulation and Agreement approved by the Commission on February 26, 2002, will be filed.”  

2.
On March 21, 2002, the Director filed his Response to Order Directing Filing, in which he stated that he had not received that report, and said that “[u]nless the Director receives, by March 28, 2002, either an inspection report or a statement from the homeowners that they do not want Respondent to complete the work, he will file a motion to set a procedural schedule for this case.”  On April 29, 2002, the Commission issued a second Order Directing Filing, which required the Director to “file [his] status report, no later than 4:00 p.m. on May 10, 2002, including a recommendation as to a course of action that will lead to the prompt resolution of this matter.”

3.
As of this date, the Director has not received the engineer’s report.  Nor has he received an affidavit from the owners of the home stating that they do not wish Respondent to complete the work in question.  In fact, it is the Director’s understanding from the owners of the home that they never refused entry to Respondent to complete the work in question.

4.
As a prehearing conference was already held in this case, on January 14, 2002, the Director does not believe that it would be useful for the Commission to schedule another. Therefore, the Director suggests that the Commission proceed to immediately require the filing of a proposed procedural schedule by the parties.

The Director would like to inform the Commission and Respondent that due to what the Director believes is the Respondent’s long pattern of non-compliance in this case, the Director intends to ask for a probation of ninety (90) days as an appropriate penalty in this matter, should Respondent still obtain an inspection report written by a qualified representative of the manufacturer or an engineer.  This home has never been inspected by the manufacturer or its representative.  Should Respondent not supply such a report, the Director will ask the Commission to suspend Respondent’s license to do business for a period to be determined by the Commission.

WHEREFORE, the Director prays that the Commission set a procedural schedule in this case, for the reasons set out above.
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
