JOINT MOTION OF T-MOBILE USA, SPRINT PCS, NEXTEL WIRELESS AND CINGULAR WIRELESS TO CONSOLIDATE ARBITRATION PROCEEDINGS
Pursuant to Missouri Public Service Commission (“Commission”) Rules 4 CSR 240-36.040(15) and 4 CSR 240-2.120, T-Mobile USA; Sprint PCS; NEXTEL Wireless: and MC Cellular, LLC; Missouri RSA 11/12 Limited Partnership; Missouri RSA 9B1 Limited Partnership; Missouri RSA 8 Limited Partnership and New Cingular Wireless PCS, LLC, all doing business in Missouri as Cingular Wireless (“Cingular”), hereby move that the following cases be consolidated into a single cause for the filing of pleadings and orders in the matters.  The cases for which consolidation is requested are TO-2006-0147, TO-2006-0148, TO-2006-0149 and TO-2006-0151.

1.  A group of Missouri rural incumbent local exchange carriers filed each of the above four cases, which arise from negotiations pursuant to 47 U.S.C. §§ 251 and 252.  Most of the Petitioners (thought not all) are the same in all four cases.
2.  Although the issues and Petitioners in the four cases are not completely identical, a large majority of issues and Petitioners are the same in each case, and the arbitrator has already ruled that the hearings of the four cases will be consolidated into a single proceeding.

3.  Consolidating the four cases into a single cause for the filing of pleadings and orders will conserve the time and resources of both the parties and the Commission.  For example, the Arbitrator and the Commission will not be required to file four separate orders every time a ruling is made, nor will Petitioners be required to file four sets of virtually identical testimony and briefs, nor will Respondents be required to maintain four separate files to keep track of the orders and pleadings in each case.

4.  Movants suggest that the above four causes be consolidated, for the filing of pleadings and orders, into the lowest numbered of the above causes; i.e., TO-2006-0147.  Movants further suggest that all future filings in that cause contain the styles of all four consolidated causes (as demonstrated in this pleading), with Cause No. T0-2006-147 highlighted to indicate that all cases have been consolidated into that numbered cause.
5.  T-Mobile, Sprint, NEXTEL and Cingular are authorized to state that Petitioners in the above four cases support this Motion.

WHEREFORE, T-Mobile, Sprint, NEXTEL and Cingular pray for an Order consolidating Cause Nos.TO-2006-0147, TO-2006-0148, TO-2006-149 and TO-2006-0151 into a single proceeding for procedural purposes, and requiring all future pleadings and orders in all four causes to be filed in Cause No. TO-2006-0147.
