MOTION TO DEFER SUBMISSION OF “ALL STATEMENTS, COMMENTS, AND PROPOSALS” AND “ROUNDTABLE”

COMES NOW Julie L. Noonan, citizen of the State of Missouri, participant in numerous PSC proceedings, member of the Missouri Public Service Commission Listserve, member of StopAquila.org, and respectfully move that the date for submission of “all statements, comments, and proposals, etc.” currently scheduled to be submitted no later than January 3, 2008 be deferred to January 10, 2008 and the date for the “Roundtable” currently scheduled for January 7, 2008 be deferred to January 21, 2008 and support thereof further state:

1. Commissioner Davis states in the Notice of Workshop Docket and Roundtable Discussion that all “interested parties are invited to submit comments and make presentations at the Roundtable”.

2. I affirm that I am an interested party, a citizen of the State of Missouri, a member of StopAquila.org – individuals that have been significantly involved with and impacted by the Public Service Commission, and a member of the Commission’s Listserve.

3. Announcement of the Docket on December 13, 2007 leaves a mere 8 business days (excluding holidays) for interested parties to prepare and submit all statements, comments, and proposals, etc. to the Commission.

4. The Docket also states that “All prepared materials should include a summary section providing a concise description of the comments, suggestions, proposals, etc. All prepared materials should also be divided into the following categories: (1) actions the Commission can implement informally; (2) actions requiring formal Commission action, i.e. rulemaking; and (3) recommended statutory changes.

5. Schedule of the Roundtable on January 7, 2008 leaves a mere 3 business days for interested parties to review submissions of other participants.

6. Some interested parties may have been privy to the possibility of the creation of this Docket prior to official announcement, and therefore, may have been preparing for submissions prior to the announcement.

7. Some interested parties may have employment that affords them the ability to work on submission and review of other party’s submissions during the course of their normal business.

8. The submission of “Statements, Comments, and Proposals” should be deferred to a later date for the following reasons:

a. A mere 8 business days (excluding holidays) is insufficient time to gather all statements, comments, and proposals for this interested party.

b. A submission deadline of January 3, 2008 may also be insufficient time for other interested parties to become aware of, prepare for, and submit materials during a time of the year that many are focused on family, holidays, and other end of year activities. 

c. The timeline is also insufficient to allow an interested party who is not accustomed to formatting information as directed by the Commission to format all statements, comments, and proposals appropriately.

d. A Commission that is committed to receiving input from all interested parties may want to ensure that sufficient time is allowed for interested parties to prepare and submit input rather than risk the perception that all interested parties are not welcome to participate in the process.

e. Deferring the deadline for submissions will enable those whose normal business does not support work on submission to the Commission adequate personal time to prepare and submit statements, comments, and proposals.

9. The “Roundtable” should be deferred to a later date for the following reasons:

a. A mere 3 business days prior to the Roundtable is insufficient time for this interested party to review and formulate opinions on other party’s submissions.

b. A Roundtable date scheduled only 3 business days after deadline for submissions may also be insufficient time for other interested parties to review and formulate opinions on other party’s submissions.

c. A Commission that is committed to informed participation of all interested parties may want to ensure that sufficient time is allowed for interested parties to review other party’s submissions rather than risk the perception that all interested parties are not able to educate themselves sufficiently prior to the Roundtable.

d. Deferring the date of the Roundtable will enable those whose normal business does not support review of other party’s submissions in such a matter adequate personal time to perform such review prior to the Roundtable.

WHEREFORE, the Commission should defer the date for submission of “all statements, comments, and proposals, etc.” currently scheduled to be submitted no later than January 3, 2008 to January 10, 2008 and the date for the “Roundtable” currently scheduled for January 7, 2008 should be deferred to January 21, 2008.
