MOTION BY CASS COUNTY, MISSOURI, TO INTERVENE

AND MOTION TO SUSPEND


COMES NOW Lynn Stoppy, Assistant Cass County Prosecutor, and moves the Court for an Order to allow Cass County, Missouri to intervene in the above-referenced case and further moves the Court for an Order To Suspend, and for her Motions, states the following:


1.  On June 16, 2004, Sprint Missouri, Inc. d/b/a/ Sprint (“Sprint”) filed a proposed revision to its P.S.C. MO. – No. 22 General Exchange Tariff to introduce a Wireless E911 Phase 2 service.  The tariff revisions bear an effective date of July 16, 2004, which was extended to July 30, 2004.


2.  Wireless E911 Phase 2 provides Public Safety Answering Points (“PSAP”) with the wireless callers’ location and callback number information when the caller makes an emergency 911 telephone call.


3.  Cass County, Missouri, is an interested party in this matter, in that fees obtained by Sprint through tariffs are passed on to governmental entities providing 911 services, including Cass County, Missouri.

4.  The Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission has recommended suspension of Tariff No. JI-2004-1485.  The Commission’s authority to suspend a tariff is found under Section 392.230.3 RSMo. 2000.


5.  Additional time is needed for interested parties to gather additional information and research matters in connection with this issue.


6.  On July 2, 2004, the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a Motion to Suspend, requesting a sixty (60) day suspension of the tariff filing to allow sufficient time to complete their review.


7.  The Missouri Public Service Commission indicates in their Motion, and Cass County, Missouri agrees, that there is no reason to believe any individual or entity will be harmed by a suspension of the tariff for sixty (60) days.


WHEREFORE, Cass County, Missouri respectfully requests that the Commission issue an order allowing Cass County, Missouri, to intervene in this cause, to issue an order that suspends the instant tariff filing for sixty (60) days, and for such other and further relief as the Commission deems just.
