ORDER CANCELING PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE


On January 27, 2003, ExOp of Missouri, Inc. d/b/a Unite filed a petition with the Missouri Public Service Commission for eligibility with respect to federal universal service support in the Platte City exchange.  


On February 19, 2003, the Commission set a prehearing conference for March 18, 2003.  On March 14, 2003, the parties filed a Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement which, according to the parties, resolves any outstanding issues and which, in conjunction with ExOp’s verified Application, provides the Commission with a sufficient evidentiary basis to approve ExOp’s Application without the need for an evidentiary hearing.


Accordingly, the prehearing conference scheduled for March 18, 2003, and further proceedings are unnecessary.  In the interest of judicial economy, the parties requested that the Commission cancel the prehearing conference, forego any further proceedings, take the case under submission, and issue its decision based on the record.


Thus, the Commission will cancel the prehearing conference and the remainder of the procedural schedule.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the prehearing conference set for March 18, 2003, and the remainder of the procedural schedule are canceled.

2. That this order will become effective on March 27, 2003.
