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Staff's Motion to Suspend

Comes now the Staff of the Public Service Commission of Missouri, and moves the Commission to suspend the proposed tariff sheets filed by Southern Missouri Gas Company, L.P. (SMGC), issued September 30, 2003, to be effective October 30, 2003.  In support of its motion, Staff respectfully states:

1. On September 30, 2003, SMGC filed proposed tariff sheets implementing a new service entitled “Supply Coordination and Delivery Service.” 

2. In the Staff Memorandum attached hereto as Attachment A, Staff notes that this new service is the same service that the Commission determined to be a violation of SMGC’s tariffs in Case No. GR-2001-388.  Staff notes other matters regarding the substantial changes and questions that this new service raises.  Staff requests time to fully examine the issues.    

WHEREFORE, Staff asks the Commission to suspend the proposed tariff sheets for a time sufficient to fully examine the issues.
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
