APPLICATION TO INTERVENE

Pursuant to 4 C.S.R. § 240-2.075 and the order issued by the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Commission”) in the instance case on November 4, 2005, Kansas City Power & Light Company (“KCPL”) hereby respectfully applies for leave to intervene in the above-captioned proceeding.  In support of its application, KCPL offers as follows:  

I.  APPLICANT

1. KCPL is a Missouri corporation with its principal office and place of business at 1201 Walnut, Kansas City, Missouri 64106-2124.  KCPL is primarily engaged in the business of generating, transmitting, distributing, and selling electric energy in portions of eastern Kansas and western Missouri.  KCPL is a transmission-owning member of the Southwest Power Pool, Inc. (“SPP”), and has submitted to the Commission an application for authority to transfer functional control of certain of its transmission assets to SPP in Case No. EO-2006-0142.  

2. KCPL holds Certificates of Convenience and Necessity from the Commission to transact business as an electric public utility in certain areas of the State of Missouri.  As such, KCPL is an “electrical corporation” and a “public utility” as defined in Mo. Rev. Stat. § 386.020 (2000), and is subject to the jurisdiction of the Commission as provided by law.  

3. KCPL has no pending action or final unsatisfied judgments or decisions against it from any state or federal agency or court that involve customer service or rates, which has occurred within three years of the date of this Application.  No annual report or assessment fees are overdue.

4. KCPL provided its Certificate of Good Standing in Case No. EF-2002-315.  It is incorporated herein by reference in accordance with 4 C.S.R. § 240-2.060(1)(G).

II.  APPLICATION TO INTERVENE

6. On September 28, 2005, The Empire District Electric Company (“Empire”) submitted an application to the Commission requesting authority to transfer functional control of certain of its transmission assets to SPP.  On November 4, 2005, the Commission noticed Empire’s application and established November 18, 2005 as the deadline for applications to intervene.  

7. KCPL has an interest in this proceeding different from that of the general public and may be adversely affected by a final Commission order in this matter.  KCPL is a transmission-owning member of SPP with a pending application before the Commission in Case No. EO-2006-0142 concerning the transfer of functional control of certain of KCPL’s transmission assets to SPP.  KCPL may be adversely affected by Commission determinations concerning Empire’s application.  Moreover, whether the Commission permits Empire to transfer functional control of its transmission assets to SPP potentially affects KCPL’s continued desire to transfer functional control of its transmission assets.  

8. KCPL anticipates generally supporting Empire’s application, but KCPL is unaware of what position it may take as to the specific issues that may be raised in this proceeding.  

9. For the foregoing reasons, KCPL respectfully requests leave to intervene in the above captioned proceeding.
