MOTION OF THE MISSOURI INDUSTRIAL ENERGY CONSUMERS 
TO FILE STATEMENT OF POSITION OUT OF TIME

Comes now The Boeing Company, Chrysler, GKN Aerospace, Hussmann Refrigeration, Monsanto and Pfizer, hereafter referred to as the Missouri Industrial Energy Consumers (“MIEC”) and files its Motion to File Statement of Position Out of Time.  The MIEC’s Statement of Position is filed with this Motion.  For its Motion, the MIEC states as follows:

1.
Pursuant to the Commission’s June 30th order establishing the procedural schedule in this case, statements of position were due to be filed on October 23rd.

2.
Most of the parties to this case filed their statements of position on October 23rd, although several parties requested leave to file on October 24th due to technical difficulties with the Commission’s EFIS system.


3.
Counsel for the MIEC intended to file and serve a Motion for Extension of Time similar to those filed on October 24th along with an accompanying Statement of Position, but due to lack of communication with administrative support personnel this filing was not accomplished. Counsel did not become aware that this filing had not been made until notification of the Commission’s order to show cause issued today.


4.
Good cause exists to grant the MIEC’s motion.  The MIEC has been an active participant is this case.  The MIEC has actively involved in discovery and in settlement discussions.  The MIEC has filed the direct, rebuttal and surrebuttal testimony and exhibits of three witnesses, and most recently participated in the filing of the joint list of issues.  Granting the MIEC’s motion so that it may comply out of time with the requirement of the Commission’s June 30th order will allow a more complete evidentiary record to be developed thereby assisting the Commission’s decision in this case.

The statement of position does not introduce new positions or matters into the record.  Due to the nature of this pleading as a summary of testimony previously filed with the Commission and served on the parties, its filing several days out of time will not result in prejudice to the parties.

The MIEC recognizes the importance of compliance with the deadlines set forth in the Commission’s orders and the need for timely filing of position statements to assist preparations for hearing. Counsel for the MIEC regrets the delay of its filing and apologizes for the resulting inconvenience to the Commission and parties.  The lateness in the MIEC’s filing was caused by counsel’s oversight and not for intended for any improper purpose or to unduly delay these proceedings.

WHEREFORE, the MIEC requests that the Commission find good cause to grant this motion and permit it to file its statement of position out of time.
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
