ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION

On November 4, 2002, Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE filed a pleading in which it reported on the progress of collaborative efforts that the parties have undertaken pursuant to the Stipulation and Agreement.  Although progress has been made, more work and more time is needed to accomplish the goals set in the Agreement.  Ameren requested an extension of 90 days for the parties involved in the collaborative efforts to continue their work, and for Ameren to file another report on their progress.  No party opposed the requested extension.  The request is reasonable, and the Commission will grant it.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

That the request for an extension of time filed by Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE is granted, and Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE shall file its report no later than January 31, 2003.
