ORDER APPROVING TARIFF IN COMPLIANCE
WITH COMMISSION ORDER
On March 10, 2005, the Commission issued its Report and Order herein, rejecting the tariffs filed by Empire District Electric Company on April 30, 2004, and assigned Tariff File No. YE‑2004‑1324.  In the Report and Order, in the Commission determined that Empire's gross annual electric revenues should be permanently increased by approxi​mately $25.7 million, excluding fees and taxes and including certain amounts agreed by the parties.  The Commission also approved a Stipulation and Agreement resulting in an additional $8.2 million annual Interim Energy Charge that is subject to refund.  The Report and Order authorized Empire to file tariff sheets designed to implement the rate changes authorized in the Report and Order.
Empire filed tariff sheets on March 17, Tariff File Nos. YE-2005-0730 and YE‑2005-0731, with an effective date of April 16, reflecting the revised rates and terms in accordance with the March 10 Report and Order.  On the same day, Empire filed a Motion for Expedited Treatment, requesting that the proposed sheets be approved for service rendered on and after March 27, 2005, the effective date of the Commission's Report and Order.  

The Commission's Staff reviewed the tariff sheets and filed its Memorandum and Recommendation on March 18, indicating that the proposed sheets are in compliance with the Commission’s order of October 1 and should be approved.  Staff also advised the Commission that Empire had shown good cause, such that the proposed sheets should be approved on less than 30-days' notice.  Staff recommended that the Commission approve the proposed sheets for service rendered on and after March 27, 2005.  
The Commission has reviewed the proposed tariff sheets, Empire's Cover Letter and Motion for Expedited Treatment,  and Staff's Memorandum and Recommendation and finds that the tariff sheets conform to the Commission's Report and Order of March 10 and should be approved.  The Commission further finds that Empire has shown good cause, such that the proposed sheets should be approved on less than 30-days' notice.  The Commission will approve the proposed sheets for service rendered on and after March 27, 2005.   
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1.
That the proposed electric service tariff sheets filed by The Empire District Electric Company on March 17, 2005, and assigned Tariff File Nos. YE-2005-0730 and YE‑2005-0731, are approved for service rendered on and after March 27, 2005.  The specific sheets approved are:
