ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE AND TARIFFS
This order cancels the certificate of service authority and tariffs of Mercury Long Distance, Inc.  
On January 13, 2005, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a motion asking the Commission to cancel the certificate of service authority and tariffs of Mercury Long Distance, Inc. ("MLD").  On July 1, 2004, the Missouri Secretary of State administratively dissolved MLD for failing to file its annual registration report for 2003.  Staff reports that MLD owes no assessments to the Commission and has filed no annual reports since 2002.  Its annual report for that year stated that it had not yet commenced operations in Missouri.  MLD was granted a certificate of service authority to provide interexchange telecommunications services in Case No. TA‑2002-224 in December 2001.  The Commis​sion approved MLD's tariff in the same order. 
Staff is unable to contact MLD.  Its telephone has been disconnected.  Staff can find no indications that MLD ever actually operated in Missouri.  Staff urges the Commis​sion to cancel MLD's certificate and tariffs.  

Under Section 392.410, RSMo Supp. 2003, the Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation’s certificate after notice and a hearing.  Staff states that it has mailed notice to MLD's Missouri registered agent by certified mail.  Notice and a hearing are unnecessary where no one has requested an opportunity to submit evidence.
  After reviewing Staff’s motion, the Commission determines that MLD has not ever actually operated in Missouri.  Therefore, the Commission finds that the certificate of service authority and tariff of MLD should be canceled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority granted to Mercury Long Distance, Inc., in Case No. TA‑2002-224 is canceled.

2. That the tariffs of Mercury Long Distance, Inc., P.S.C. MO. NO. 1, approved in Case No. TA-2002-224, are canceled.  

3. That this order shall become effective on January 28, 2005.  
4. That this case may be closed on January 29, 2005.
