ORDER APPROVING TARIFF

IN COMPLIANCE WITH COMMISSION ORDER
On August 12, 2004, the Commission approved a stipulation and agreement filed by the Staff of the Public Service Commission, the Office of the Public Counsel and Citizens Telephone Company of Higginsville.  In the stipulation, the parties agreed that Citizen’s revenue should be reduced by $183,291 per year as a result of an earnings investigation undertaken by Staff and subsequent negotiations between Staff, Public Counsel and Citizens.  The August 12 order directed Citizens to file tariff sheets designed to implement the rate changes authorized in the stipulation and agreement.

Citizens filed proposed tariff sheets on August 20, with an effective date of October 1, 2004, reflecting the revised rates and terms in accordance with the Commis​sion’s Order of August 12.   

The Commission's Staff reviewed the tariff sheets and filed its Memorandum and Recommendation on September 14, indicating that the submitted tariff filing is in compliance with the Commission’s Order of August 12.  Staff’s Memorandum recommends that the Commission approve the submitted tariffs, effective on October 1. 

The Commission has reviewed the proposed tariff sheets and Staff's recommendation and finds that the tariff sheets conform to the Commission's order of August 12 and should therefore be approved to become effective on October 1, 2004.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the proposed revised tariff sheets filed by Citizens Telephone Company of Higginsville on August 20, 2004, and assigned tariff number YI-2005-0122, are approved to become effective on October 1, 2004.  The tariff sheets approved are:
